The four-day Villa Summer Institute for K-12 teachers will explore Greek art and culture of the Classical Period (480-323 B.C.), a period of unparalleled political, artistic, intellectual, and literary actvity. Through lectures, gallery talks, discussion, and hands-on activities, participants will discover the enduring artistic and cultural contributions of classical Greece and their continuing relevance to modern life. Subjects for discussion are informed by the California State Content Standards, and will include daily life in ancient Greece, mythology, athletics and competition, theatre, and literature. 

The Institute’s goal is to help teachers:

· develop knowledge of ancient art and culture and learn skills to teach from original works of art
· discover strategies for engaging students with objects in the Getty Villa’s galleries, including object selection, sequence, and gallery activities

· learn practical tools for creating meaningful learning activities for the classroom and the museum visit that that can be integrated into a wide variety of curricula and adapted for different grade levels 

The Institute also offers teachers a self-guided class visit to the Villa and a follow-up session for participants to share their new lesson plans and visit activities with colleagues.
